Criteria for application.

- Applicants must be commencing the first

- Applicants should have been a member of 
either the Air Training Corps or Combined 
Cadet Force (RAF) for a minimum of two 
years when applying.

Successful recipients will receive their
scholarship in the spring term of their first
year of study.
